	Symbols or letters used to represent an 
unknown number
	

	Term
	· Can be a number or variable, OR both
multiplied together. 

· Separated by addition, subtraction or division
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	Exponent
	· The number up in the air next to a base
· The number of times you multiply something times itself
	

	Base 
	· What the exponent sits on

· The part that has been raised to a power
	

	Like Terms
	Terms that have the same variable raised to the same exponent (power).

	

	Algebraic Expression

	· A mathematical phrase or statement
· Can have variables, numbers, addition, subtraction, multiplication, division, parenthesis, square roots, exponents…
	

	Algebraic Equation
	· A mathematical sentence
· An equation shows that two things are equal

	

	Coefficient
	· The number in front  of a variable
· It can be positive or negative

	

	Constant
	· A number that has no variable
· It can be positive or negative
	

	Factors
	Numbers and/ or variables that are being multiplied together
